Web Login Steps

Step 1
Ensure the switch is powered on and operating normally. Connect the PC to
the switch RJ45 port using an Ethernet cable.

Step 2

Manually set the PC IP address to 192.168.2.X
» Xrange: 2-254
+ Subnet mask: 255.255.255.0

Open a web browser on the PC and enter http://192.168.2.1 in the address
bar, then press Enter.

Enter the default login credentials:
« Username: admin
« Password: admin
